Preparation:1.

Installation:2.

Select the appropriate TORX bit for your application (T7 bit for Brownells Scope Ring Screws).
Insert the bit into a compatible screwdriver or power tool.
Ensure that the bit is securely fastened in the tool before use.

Usage:3.

Align the bit with the screw head and apply steady pressure while turning.
Avoid using excessive force, which may strip the screw or damage the bit.
If resistance is encountered, remove the bit and inspect for alignment or debris.

PostUsage:4.



After use, clean the bits to remove any debris or contaminants.
Store the bits in their designated case or holder to prevent damage.

Disposal Instructions
Dispose of any damaged or unusable bits in accordance with local regulations.
Do not dispose of bits in regular household waste. Check for recycling options in your area.
