Introduction

Preparation1.

Installation Steps2.

Place the base of the scope rings onto the Picatinny rail of your firearm.
Align the rings so that they are positioned correctly for your scope.
Insert the screws into the clampnut and handtighten them to secure the rings in place.
Using a torque wrench, tighten the screws to the recommended specifications, ensuring even
pressure across all screws.
Carefully place your scope into the rings, ensuring it is aligned correctly.
Use the fourscrew cap to secure the scope. Tighten the left side first, followed by the right side to
avoid rotating the scope.

PostInstallation Check3.

After installation, check that the scope is securely held in place and that there is no movement.
Perform a visual inspection of the installation to ensure everything is tight and secure.



Disposal Instructions
Dispose of the product in accordance with local regulations.
If the product is damaged beyond repair, consider recycling the aluminum material where possible.
Do not dispose of the product in regular household waste.
