Instructions for Installation and Usage

Preparation:1.

Gather all necessary tools, including the Gilchrist Handle and two Clymer Choke Tooling Bushings.
Ensure the shotgun is unloaded and pointed in a safe direction.

Installation:2.

Insert the reamer through the breech of the shotgun.
Align the reamer with the bore for precise cuttertobore alignment using the Clymer bushings.

Usage:3.

Rotate the handle slowly and steadily to begin reaming the choke.
Monitor the progress carefully to avoid overreaming, which can damage the choke or barrel.
After achieving the desired choke size, carefully remove the reamer from the bore.

PostUsage:4.



Clean the reamer after use to maintain its condition.
Store the reamer in a safe place away from moisture and direct sunlight.

Disposal Instructions
Dispose of any used or damaged reamer components in accordance with local regulations.
Do not dispose of the reamer in regular household waste. Check for local recycling programs that accept
metal tools.
